A gentleman, joining in the Iate hunt has
kindly farnished us with some partienlars respeet-
ing it.  From the Pembina Monntain the  ueual
rnmiozwn;‘é, the hunters set off, about the middle
of Sept.—105 1iders and some GO carts under the
leadership of  Mr. Wm, Tallett.  The holding
of & grand pesce” Conference with  Mettonaka
(The Medicine Bear) a Sioux chief, was oneofl
their first performances. e was attended by a
dozed wartiors, who all came to lend a hand to
the purification,  There was plenty of smoke and
pidaver, and many were the pledges of i\mity
exchanzed, Baffalo wese not found m any numbera
titl the hanters came near the Little Sonris, where

iy bad six zaces, in which 500 bulfulo wers
hsllci!. flere they stepped a week making pomi-
ean, in full v e of great numbers  of we lves, who
were prowl irg about in large numbers and with
such audacity, that dozens were scen at

tiine, ot inlf aomile srom the eamp.  About 400

of these gent y were canght on the trip. 'Twn

davs sulsequently the hunters  divided  juto two

handa, Ohe section’ of abont 40 riders and 300
carts, wen  towards the Devil's Lake, in the

neishbarhnml of which they ran seviral herds of
Iffaio. Six Lugdied fine cows were  kitled,

whereupon the buil’s mear with whicn they bad

previonsty loaded up, was thiown awsy to the

wolves, Seratehed  fares, spraing,  contusions of
all kinde, and disloeated shoulders fell to the lot
of numbers “of the innters. e was a bold

eider md - had an extren fine horse, who  crcaprd

petfortmine a gamerset in these wild, reckless

raced cvere gronnd,  honeyveowm bed  with Ladeer
antd fox oles and erannies of all corts and  gizes.

Lord Milton, J. DL Gemmidl, M. Ln Grange and

other geptlemen-riders were among the Linnters;

sl nithough woviees atahis spert, acquitted .
themselves well, and earey home  with them
sonitefine trophics of the chnse, A noticeabla
feature in this expedition is that  the sigeal flng
carried was o Union Jack—a very pretty picee of
hunt ng—swhieh  floasted over the Bongeers:
Markoet, Montreal, on the oceasionol the Prince
of Wales vivitto thateity. . Tt was pirteented to
the hunters by Mr. Gemmill,
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
