Marie Louise Bottineau-Baldwin was the first womah color to graduate from the
Washington College Law School. The WCL student oizgtion raises funds to support the
Marie Bottineau Baldwin Scholarship, which honoes hchievement. Marie Louise went on to
become a prominent advocate of Native Americanaimdcauses in the Office of Indian
Affairs. Her appointment to a position with the Bau of Indian Affairs was approved by
President Theodore Roosevelt in 1904. She was @uatant in the Education Division of the
Bureau and Treasurer of the Society of Americanaimsl Marie Louise was admitted to the bar
in 1914, having completed the three years of ceudi#ing two years of attending evening
classes.
