Parenteau, “Petit” Louis (1835-1890)

Petit Louis Parenteau was born at St. Norbert, the son of Joseph Dodet Parenteau and
Angéliqgue Godon. He was the brother of Jean Baptiste, Gabriel, Raphael, and Leon-
Esdras, all active in the Resistance. In 1856 at Pembina he married Suzanne Grant, the
daughter of Jean Baptiste Grant and Julie Ducharme. Their sons, Louis and Patrice were
active in the Resistance; their daughter Marie was married to Resistance fighter Joseph
Ouelette. They were buffalo hunters, but lived at Duck Lake. They had eleven children.
He was a member of Captain Isidore Dumont’s company, one of the 19 dizaines led by
Gabriel Dumont during the 1885 Métis Resistance.
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
